DO FIX IRON TIPS

Some clarificatons about the D-50 döfix boiler steam system: 
It is called a boiler steam system for a reason, it has high pressure steam not to be "feared" but to be respected, the same way you respect a pressure cooker or a car radiator. So, NEVER open your cap until the steam is released. 

Both the cap to fill the tank and the steam adjustment knob are on the boiler, NOT on the iron. The hand iron has a temperature control knob, it has nothing to do with the amount of steam the boiler puts out. The temperature control knob on the hand iron has to be turned up enough to keep steam - steam, when it is too low, the steam will become water. I usually have mine between the 2:00 - 3:00 o'clock setting (I have an older hand iron), learn to adjust this guage as well. When I iron silk, I turn it to the 12:00 o'clock position,the hand iron will then "spit" and then I turn it just a little higher so that it will no longer spit. My silk fabric should NOT be ironed with the same temperature as my linen table cloth. 

I think my now you know where the black cap is where you fill the water, you might need a taller ladder to fill it. Now everyone that has a döfix iron, no matter which model, please become familiar where the steam adjustment knob is, it is below and on the right side of the brown silinoid. It is a black knob that you can turn clock-wise or counter clock-wise. You should learn to adjust it, different fabrics require different amounts of steam. For most of my ironing, I open it 2.5 turns but when I am ironing steam, I open it only 1/2 turn; when I am ironing a linen table cloth, I open it all the way. 

I encourage each of you to get up where you can see the control that I am talking about. have your hand iron in one hand and push the red steam button down, now open up the steam control valve on the boiler and observe the amount of steam that comes out of your hand iron, now close it all the way and see what happens. Adjust your hand iron as well so that you can see how they work together. 

You have all made a sizeable investment in this system, you should become more familiar with it and not fear it but use it, adjust it and it will serve your needs so much better because you work with so many different fabrics.
