How to tell the right side of the fabric, when both sides look the same:

When fabrics come off the loom where they are woven, they are then treated and
prepared to be dyed or washed off and then put through the dye process if it is
a solid fabric. The fabric has to be preshrunk, stretched, polished and sanded if
required and dried. This is done on a tenter frame. A tenter frame has pins bars
on the sides and the fabric is laid on this frame, then it is stretched out and goes
through a drying process (like an oven). This process can be related to
"blocking the fabric". The fabric is put on the tenter frame face or right side up;
therefore the pin bars punch little holes along the selvage edges. The smooth
side of the selvage when the fabric is placed on the tenter frame is the wrong
side of the fabric. The rough side, or where the holes are pushed through is the
right side or the face of the fabric. Therefore, MOST of the time the rough side
of the selvage edge, or the rough side of the holes denotes the right side or the
face of the fabric. Sometimes a fabric is run face down, but not often. Always
inspect the fabric regardless of the pin bar holes along the selvages. Some
fabrics are reversible
