JILL STANBRO METHOD OF MAKING LINED PLEATED PANELS

(my sketchy notes.)

1. Sew panels

2. Hem double 4” face 

3. Hem double 2’ lining

4. Cut interling FL –1.5 inches

5. Lay interling on top and stitch…I don’t know on top of what

6. If drapery is interlined, pre-measure lining 1.25” less than face

Lay face wrong side up, Clamp and measure finished length

Insert Buckram

Start lining ¼ “ shorter than face

That is when I stopped taking notes, because I thought she said that there was a copy of instructions there for us.    I did have one more cryptic scribble which says that Face fabric is cut FL + 12 inches and lining is cut FL + 6”
