
Convert "Photograph" to "Actual Size"

Using Picture Enlarger Template
Determine the actual measurement you want to use for the width or length of a finished treatment.  (For purposes of explanation, assume a finished width of 54 inches).

Take a ruler and measure the width of the photograph. (Assume a 2 1/4 inch  photo width).

Using  Rowley's "ENLARGING A PICTURE" template, find the photo width measurement of 2 1/4 inches on the large wheel.  Turn the small wheel to align the finished width of 54 inches with the measured photo width of 2 1/4 inches.  This template alignment is the Photo to Finished Product alignment.

 DO NOT DISTURB THIS ALIGNMENT. 

Using this template alignment, you can now determine any other finished measurement. Simply find a photo measurement on the large wheel and read the finished measurement on the small wheel.
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
